一等奖
今年9月至11月，我校2014级国际经济与金融学院刘淑婵同学参加了“外研社杯”全国英语演讲大赛，获大赛网络赛区一等奖的好成绩。

据悉，刘淑婵同学是大学英语教学部所举办的大学英语演讲培训基地的成员。基地对有潜质并有意向参加比赛的学生进行强化训练，为学校争夺荣誉。

[image: ]11月7日，我校2013级西班牙语专业的周乐同学与2013级会计专业的彭儒雅同学代表我校前往广东技术师范学院天河校区参加2015“外研社杯”全国英语阅读大赛广东省复赛。
参加本次广东省复赛的选手共74名，分别来自省内37所高校，包括中山大学、华南理工大学、暨南大学、广东外语外贸大学等省内重点高校。大赛的阅读内容涉及文学名著、历史传记、社科经典、政治时事等，大赛阅读题型既有传统的选择填空，也有新式的读后续写；选择填空除了传统的阅读匹配，还有脑筋急转弯和名人名言匹配等。这些阅读内容和题型对参选手的语言能力、知识视野、批判性思维等提出了很高的要求。我校两名同学从容应战，最终分获比赛的三等奖和优胜奖。
据悉，大学英语教学部于9月下旬举行了“外研社杯“全国阅读大赛的校园选拔赛，评选出校园选拔赛的特等奖以及一、二、三等奖，并对两名特等奖获得者进行了复赛前的强化训练。

Three Stories：              
 About Mission, Caring and Looking Ahead
--Mark Zuckerberg’s Address in Qinghua University

Mark Elliot Zuckerberg (born on May 14, 1984) is the founder of American social networking website Facebook. He is praised as “Bill Gates װ” by people around the world.Together with his college roommates and fellow Harvard University students Eduardo Savarin, Andrew McCollum, Dustin Moskovitz, and Chris Hughes, he launched Facebook from Harvard's dormitory rooms. He is the chairman, chief executive, and co-founder. According to Forbes, he owned ＄13.5 billion，which makes him the most youngest millionaire in the world as well as the youngest one who started a business on his own.

Hello everyone! It’s an honor to be here. Tsinghua is a great school, the community here is working on many innovate and important things, and you are the future leaders in technology, business, government and other fields. Today I want to talk about changing the world. Lots of people can tell you about how to build a business and how to solve problems. Today I want to focus on a different question. Not “how “but “why” you should build. This is the essence of leading with a mission. I want to tell you three stories. Just three stories.

The first story is about believing in a mission. It’s about doing something you think is important. I started Facebook in 2004 because I thought it was important to be able to connect with people online. At the time, I used the internet and there were products to find almost anything I wanted—news, music, books, movies, things to buy—but there was no service to look up the thing that matters most to us—people.

我的第一个故事是关于相信使命，也就是做一些你认为很重要的事情。2004年，我创立了Facebook，因为我觉得能在网上和人连接是非常重要的。那时候，互联网上有很多网站，你差不多可以找到所有的东西：新闻、音乐、书、电影、买东西，可是没有服务帮我们找到生活上最重要的东西：人。

People are the most important thing in our lives. Please take a look around this room, what do you see? It’s not the tables or the chairs, you focus on the people. That’s what makes us human. Every person wants to connect with their friends and family. When we can share and connect, life gets better. When we connect and share, we build closer relationships with the people we love. We build stronger business because we can communicate better with customers. We build a stronger society because people know more. When I started Facebook, I did not want to build a business. I wanted to solve a problem I thought was important. I wanted to help connect people. When I look at great Chinese companies today, like Alibaba and Xiaomi, I see the same stories. When you have a mission, it helps you focus.

人是我们生活最重要的东西。请大家看看这个房间，你们看到了什么？不是这个桌子，这个椅子，而你关注的是人。这是人类的特点。每个人多想跟他们的朋友和家人联系。当我们可以分享和联系，生活会变得更好。当我们分享和联系我们可以和家人和朋友有更好的关系。我们的企业更强大是因为可以和客户有更好的沟通；社会也会变得更强大是因为我们知道得更多。当我创立Facebook的时候，我不是要创立一个公司。我想要解决一个非常重要的问题。我想把人们联系在一起。当我看到中国的公司，像阿里巴巴和小米，我看到了一样的故事。当你有使命，它会让你更专注。

A few years after I founded Facebook, we made a big change. We launched News Feed—a product that showed you all the updates from your friends and made it easier to connect. News Feed may seem like a good idea now, but many people did not like it then.

At the time, only about one million people used Facebook and 100,000 of them joined groups saying they would quit if we did not bring back the old Facebook. That was 10％ of our community. Today, that would be like 150 million people telling us they were going to quit. We care about what people think. But we also know that connecting people is important. Most companies would be afraid of losing so many people, so they would take the easy path and give in. But we believe in our mission. We knew News Feed was important for our mission, so we stayed strong. Today, News Feed is a very important part of the world’s social media.

那时候Facebook只有一百万用户，但是有十万用户加入小组说如果我们不找回原来的Facebook，他们就不再使用Facebook。这是Facebook百分之十的用户。如果是今天就会有1.5亿用户告诉我们他们不再使用Facebook了。我们当然关心用户的想法。但是我们也知道使人们连接起来是非常重要的。大部分公司会担心流失这么多的用户，所以他们很容易就会放弃。但是我们相信我们的使命。我们知道动态消息这个产品对我们的使命很重要，所以我们坚持住了。今天，动态消息是世界媒体中很重要的一部分。

My second story is about caring. If you know your mission, you don’t need to know the entire pan going forward. You just need to care more.

我第二个故事是关于“用心” 如果你有了使命，你不需要有完整的计划，往前走吧！你只需要更用心。

When I was a student at Harvard, every night I would eat pizza with my friends and talk about the future. I remember clearly talking to my friends one night after launching the first version of Facebook at Harvard. I remember being happy that we were connecting students, but thinking that one day someone else would build a product that connected the entire world.

我在哈佛大学的时候，我和我朋友每天晚上吃比萨，讨论未来。在我们推出Facebook的第一版时，我记得我们非常高兴，我们的产品把学生连接起来了，当时，我们想，总有一天会有人创造连接世界的产品。

The interesting thing is that I did not even think I might build this product. I was just a college student. I thought a big company like Microsoft or Google would build this. They had thousands of engineers and hundreds of millions of users. They should have built the social network for the world. Why don’t they? I think about this often. We were just college students. We didn’t have a plan. We had no resources. How did we build the biggest community in the world with more than 1.5 billion people? We just cared more.

有趣的是我没想到我可能会建立这个连接世界的产品。我只是一个大学生。我觉得一个大公司，像微软或谷歌会开发这个产品。他们有好几千的工程师和上亿的用户。他们应该开发国际社交网络。但是，他们为什么没做？我常常想这个问题。我们只是大学生我们没有计划，我们没有资源。我们是怎么创造出这个拥有十五亿人以上、世界上最大的互联网社区的？我们只是更“用心”。

At every step of the journey, people doubt the new ideas will work. We faced many problems and had to change many times. We started off as a small service for students in America. At first people said, “That’s just for students, so it will never be important.” But we kept going and then we made Facebook open to everyone. Then they said,” Okay, it’s more than students but people will stop using it soon.” But we kept going and people kept using it because connecting is important. Then they said, “Maybe it works in the US, but it won’t work internationally.” But we kept going and we expanded internationally. Then they said, “Social media will never make money.” But we kept going and we built strong business. And they said,” This won’t work on mobile.” But we kept going and today, we are a mobile first company.

在路上的每一步，都有人会说新的想法不会成功。我们面对过好多问题，改变过好多次。我们开始只是一个服务美国学生的小产品。一开始的时候，有人说：“Facebook只是给学生用的，所以它永远不会是重要的。”可是我们继续前进，终于，我们把Facebook开放给所有人。后来，又有人说：“好，现在别人也用了Facebook，但是他们很快就不会再用它。”可是我们还是继续。人们继续用它，是因为人跟人连接是很重要的。然后有人说：“可能他在美国有用，但他不会在其他国家有用”。可是我们还是继续。扩大到世界其他国家。有人说：“社交媒体永远不会赚钱”。可是我们还是继续。建立了一个强大的企业。然后有人在说：“人们不会在手机上用Facebook”。可是我们还是继续。今天我们成立了移动为中心的公司。

We did not know the answers to these problems upfront. Nobody did. The reason we were able to keep going was because we cared. Many others were working on social media, but these problems scared them. We knew that social media and connecting the world were important. We knew that even if we didn’t know all the answers, we could continue helping people and connecting people. We just cared more. We kept going hard, and now 1.5 billion people use Facebook. Don’t give up because you have to change. There is a Chinese proverb I like that says，“ As long as you work hard, a piece of metal can become a needle.” Keep working hard, and you can change the world.

当时，我们不知道这些问题的答案。没有人知道。我们能继续是因为我们用心。很多公司在创造社交媒体，但是他们害怕这些问题。我们相信，社交媒体和链接世界是重要的。我们相信，虽然我们不知道每个答案，我们还可以继续帮助人们，链接人们。我们只是更用心。我们一直在努力，现在十五亿人在用Facebook。不要因为要改变，就放弃。中国有一句话我觉得很好：“只要功夫深，铁杵磨成针”。一直努力，你会改变世界。

My third story is about looking ahead. 

我第三个故事是关于向前看。

Jack Ma has a great quote I often use,” Compared to 15 years ago, we’re big. Compared to 15 years from now, we’re still a baby.” For important missions, the more you learn, the more you find needs to be done. Ten years ago, our goal was to connect 1 billion people. No Internet service had done this and we thought this was a big goal. As we reached the goal, we started to understand that 1 billion is just a number and our real goal is to connect everyone in the world. This is much harder. Almost two thirds of the world doesn’t even have the Internet. To connect them, we have to grow the whole Internet!

 马云说过一句话我很喜欢：“和15年前比，我们很大；但和15年后比，我们还是个婴儿。”为了重要的使命，你了解的更多，你也会觉得要做的事情更多。十年前，我们的目标是连接十亿人。因为以前没有互联网企业做到过， 所以我们觉得这是一个很大的目标。当我们达到了这个目标，我们开始明白十亿只是一个数字，我们真的目标是连接世界上的每个人。这难多了。世界上差不多三分之二的人没有互联网。把他们连接起来，我们必须扩大整个互联网。

To do this, we need to solve many problems. More than one billion people don’t live near networks, so we need to invent new technology—like satellites and planes—to connect them. More than one billion people don’t have enough money to pay for Internet, so we need to make it cheaper. And about two billion people have just never used a computer or the Internet before, so we need to build new programs to help them connect for the first time. 

要做到这个，我们要解决很多的问题。超过十亿人不住在网络附近。所以我们需要创造新的技术——像卫星和飞机，把他们连接起来。超过十亿人没有钱上互联网，所以我们需要让互联网更便宜。大约二十亿的人没有用过电脑或互联网，所以我们需要创造新的方案，帮助他们连接起来。

Three years ago, we founded Internet to spread the Internet. I told Facebook’s board of directors that I thought we should spend billion dollars on the initiative. They asked me how this will make money. I told them I don’t know. But I do know that connecting people is our mission and it’s important. We must always look ahead, and even if we don’t know the whole plan now, if we help people, then in the future we will benefit too. This is the meaning of looking ahead. With each step, you can do new things. Challenges that once seemed impossible now seem possible. Now you will also face hard challenge and by working hard, you will also solve these problems. Always look ahead.

三年前，我们成立了互联网来扩大互联网。我跟我们的董事会说，我觉得我们要花十亿多美元。他们问我：这个东西怎么赚钱？我告诉他们：我不知道。但是我知道，链接人是我们的使命，这是非常重要的。我们必须向前看，我们现在还不知道整个计划，但是如果我们帮助人们，未来，我们也会获益。这就是向前看的意思。每走一步，你可以创造新的东西。以前你觉得是不可能的，现在就可能。现在你面对非常难的挑战，你努力，也会解决这些挑战。请一直向前看。

Chinese history is a story of constant innovation. China gave the world four great inventions: paper, printing, the compass and gunpowder. Learning is the key to innovation. You all have an amazing opportunity at Tsinghua to learn and reach your full potential.

A few years ago, my wife Priscilla worked at a hospital in Beijing. She chose to work in Beijing because she wanted to be in China and she wanted to learn from great instructors. My Chinese isn’t very good, but I still love learning Mandarin. When you learn, you will innovate in your own life and you will innovate in your business. You will be able to innovate in anything you do. But before you start anything, don’t just ask yourself how you are going to do. Ask: why? You should believe in your mission, solve important problems and care deeply about them. Don’t give up and always look ahead. You will be global leaders. You can make life better for people in China and around the world. And you can use the Internet to reach billions of people.

Facebook was launched on February 4, 2004; the founders had initially limited the website's membership to Harvard students, but later expanded it to colleges in the Boston area, the Ivy League, and Stanford University. It gradually added support for students at various other universities and later to high-school students. 

Since 2006, anyone who is over 13 years old was allowed to become a registered user of the website. Its name comes from the face book directories often given to American university students. 

Facebook had over 1.18 billion monthly active users as of August 2015. Facebook, Inc. held its initial public offering in February 2012 and began selling stock to the public three months later, reaching an original peak market capitalization of $104 billion. On July 13,

专家谈英语学习

一、需要不断积累与练习


学习英语是一个循序渐进的过程，需要不断积累、操练和自我纠正。英语学习中的投入和产出基本上成正比，但集中学习和注重方法也至关重要，得法者往往可以达到事半功倍的成效。所有的学习者都希望自己能说一口流利的英语，但并非都能如愿。除了性格、习惯及神经系统的差异外，许多人抱怨环境，如无机会与外国人接触、缺少操练对子、教材与师资短缺等等。其实语言练习主要是个人的事，只要抓紧，也能无师自通。由于文革的影响，我上大学开始系统学习英语时，已经25岁了。虽然那时各方面的条件非常有限，但因喜欢口语，就坚持自己练习。
二、坚持每天的英语学习计划


具体做法是：
(1)每日对自己听到的语言进行无声翻译练习半小时左右，他人的言谈、电台广播等，都是很好的素材。听到中文，则将其译成英语，反之亦然。
(2)遇到比较有趣的内容(如电影)，则对一静物(如墙壁、家具或树)用英语复述情节，此时不必担心出现说错而引人发笑的窘况。
(3)随着英语水平的提高，不断纠正自己，逐渐从流利(fluency)向精确(accuracy)过渡。我认为流利先于精确，是较为可取的学习程序。失败是成功之母，过分考虑精确，怕犯语误，练不出好的口语。

(4)选择适用的口语教材。可以便利地进行文字学习、复读、听写、配音、角色扮演。可以逐段学习记录任意多的AB段，需要的时候，调出来，自动定位。可以逐句学习可以对每一句进行复读、听写、配音、角色扮演。可以抽取生词和重点等进行复习和测试。配音便利，无限时长可以对任意片断进行配音，保存为MP3。

三、积累词汇与语法知识

丰富的词汇和语法知识是口语的基础。人不可能对任何话题都谈笑自如。通过多读、多背、多听的途径扩大知识面、养成良好的语言习惯是一方面，在口语练习中遇到词穷时将暂时无法用英语表达的汉语词语记下，在汉英词典上查出相关的英语表达并通过记忆强化巩固是另一方面。80年代初我曾在华东师大教过一段时间的出国班英语，有的学员虽然阅读能力极强，但口语却很差。显然，这与缺少强化练习有关。就我自己而言，这些年理论课上得较多，出于对学生的考虑，上课多半用汉语讲。以前经常应邀担任各种外事活动的同声传译，主要目的是保持自己的状态。但现在因为教学科研太忙，已多年没有从事这种练习。我现在英语口语状态尚好，与我当年的自练不无关系。
循序渐进练口语

定期适量的刺激，能促成质的飞跃，能够将牵强的语言能力演变成自然语感，达到信手拈来的境界。鉴别语言能力是以使用效果为准，即看说写能力如何。一个口语在质和量上都达标的人，其读写听能力也不会差。但在学习中要量力而行。以前当学生时，我曾经做过一天读十几篇《新概念英语》课文、写十几篇英语摘要的事，也去听力室听过比自己实际水平高的录音带。其实，因急功近利而一下子读写太多太难的东西，会导致“噎食”，破坏学习机制，结果适得其反。这些损失，我的感觉是在以后很长的一段时间内方能得以慢慢补回。
通过背句子来记单词


很多同学问如何速记单词，如何轻松背单词。熊学亮教授首先提醒大家打消这种不切实际的想法，他说：“学英语背单词不可能是轻松的，只有当你的词汇积累到相当大的量时，才有可能通过联想较方便地记住新词汇。”熊教授从行为心理学角度指出，汉语是字本位语言，而英语是形本位语言，可译成词，也可译成字。英语词汇的数量至少有100余万。而且作为一种“谦虚”的语言，英语又在不断吸收其它语言中的词汇。他认为，了解一些有关词根、词缀方面的知识对于背单词很有必要（比如-ment，-ion，-ness这样的后缀代表抽象含义的名词）。熊教授建议大家平时多阅读，多背词典中好的例句。背单词不单单是记住词的音、形、义，更要注意使用场合、搭配等方面，而背例句恰恰能帮助掌握这方面的用法，融会贯通，举一反三。
小结

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谈大学英语拓展课程的选择与学习

学习大学英语拓展课程的重要性和必要性

作为高中英语学习的延续，大学英语在高校课程设置中一般要求在大学一年级和二年级的四个学期中完成1-4级的学习，而实际上大学英语课程在第三学期基本已经完成它的使命——使大学生在语法，词汇等基础知识方面都有了进一步的巩固与强化。然而，大学生普遍对英美国家相关的社会文化和人文知识，与自己专业相关的英语口头和书面表达，以及如何用英语介绍中国文化知之甚少，在与外国朋友日常交流中或与外国同行的商务沟通中不可避免地发现有时候只能通其言，而无法通其意的尴尬。因此，为了扩展大学生的国际视野，提高文化意识，以及加强大学英语与专业的结合，大学英语拓展课程的开设与普及正当其时，大学英语拓展课程的学习也显得非常必要和十分重要。

南国商学院大学英语拓展课程的开设情况

南国商学院开设的大学英语拓展课程主要分为中外文化文学和商务英语两大方面。其中中外文化文学涵盖中国文化英语教程，英国文学，美国文学，英国文化概括，美国文化概括，英美报刊阅读，跨文化交际等。商务英语则包括剑桥商务英语中级教程，剑桥商务英语高级教程，商务英语视听说，商务英语翻译，商务英语写作等课程。

目前，同一门拓展课程不支持重复选择，因此，每位同学需要务必珍惜仅有的一次机会，认真完成拓展课程的选择与学习。

选择大学英语拓展课程的策略性

面对丰富的英语拓展课程，如何选择需要一定的策略。总的来说，选择拓展课程时需要充分考虑个人英语基础，兴趣爱好，与个人专业和职业发展方向等方面。

首先，个人英语基础是选择英语拓展课程需要考虑的因素之一。虽然没有明确规定，但事实上不同的课程学习对英语基础有着潜在的不同要求。例如，剑桥商务英语课程有中级教程与高级教程，基础一般的同学可以优先选择中级教程，以便在课程学习中积累一定的商务英语表达和商务知识，为高级课程打好基础，切勿眼高手低直接去选择高级教程，那样只会在以后的学习中懵懵懂懂而压力重重。已经通过剑桥商务英语中级考试或大学英语六级考试的同学可以尝试选择高级课程，进行更深入的学习。总之，选择适合自己目前英语水平的课程，由易而难，循序渐进。
此外，兴趣是学习的动力。尽管大学英语课程内容也非常丰富，话题涉及文化，文学，社会，经济，科技等众多方面，但每位同学都有自己的兴趣所在，都有自己最希望去了解和深入学习的方面。如果说大学英语是大众化的课程，那么英语拓展课程就是提供个性英语学习的课堂。例如，喜欢文学的同学可以去选择英国文学或美国文学，课程中会涉及古往今来英美作家创作的英语诗歌，小说，戏剧，散文等文学作品的丰富内容。课程学习中可以懂得解读诗歌等各种文学形式的方法，从而能够欣赏文学作品中文字美和语言美，领略其思想美和意境美。而这一切的美好都需要兴趣来支持我们去阅读，去思考，去欣赏，去享受每一堂课。

最后，英语拓展课程的选择也要和自己的个人发展方向或职业规划相融合，以便更好结合自身专业优势与英语学习方向。作为一种交际语言，英语的运用绝不仅仅是几分钟的presentation，完成一篇话题写作，或者段落翻译等课堂活动或课后任务，也不完全反映在大学英语四六级考试证书中，它的重要性和实用性更多地体现在生活交往中和不久以后的工作交际中。因此，中文专业的同学，尤其是有志于从事新闻采编的同学，可以去选择英美报刊阅读，或商务英语翻译和写作中的新闻文体英语翻译与写作这些方面。如此，一方面可以了解新闻报刊语言与文体特点，另一方面也有助于提高自己采集英语新闻信息与编写和翻译新闻英语的水平，从而为以后工作积累必要的知识和经验。其他专业的同学也都需要尽可能在选课中结合自己的专业和方向，否则，苦学了多年的英语，却无法服务于自身的职业发展，岂不可惜？

结语

学习一门外语，就是要在国际社会文化交流和商务交际中去有效实际运用，这需要我们尽可能把英语学习与专业方向相结合，从而增强我们的就业竞争力，服务于我们未来的职业发展。同时，学习一门外语更需要学习其背后的社会文化，从而使我们努力成为通外语，懂文化，精专业的合格大学生。
最后，希望同学们珍惜机会，用心选择。祝愿同学们用心去点一份合自己口味并满足自身营养需求的菜单，准备好筷子，刀叉和积极愉悦的心情，迎接英语拓展课程这一后大学英语时代的盛宴。

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略谈2014级大学英语拓展课程
大学英语教学部 张珊珊
作为我校大学英语教学改革的重要组成部分，大学英语拓展课程将在下学期（2015-2016学年（2））迎接新加入的2014级非外语专业学生。作为第二批接受拓展课程学习的同学，他们现在正处于选课阶段。按照所报志愿，他们将在下学期分别接受《剑桥商务英语（中级）》、《商务英语视听说》、《英国概况》、《美国概况》、《中国文化概况（英语）》、《跨文化交际》等六门拓展课程的学习。
我校大学英语改革从2013级正式施行。大学英语分为大学英语基础课程（即《大学英语（1）（2）（3）》）和大学英语拓展课程，要求非外语专业学生在大学本科第一至第三学年修读；允许学生在大学本科第二学期报考全国大学英语四级考试；未通过四级考试的学生，第四学期必须继续修读《大学英语4》；通过四级考试的学生须在第四学期修读2门拓展课程或继续修读《大学英语4》；所有学生须在第五、六学期各修读英语拓展课程1门，已修课程不可重复修读。
下学期，我校大学英语拓展课程将开设13门课程，分为两大模块——商务英语类模块和跨文化英语类模块，分别在2013级和2014级非外语专业学生中开展教学。商务英语类模块的课程主要有：《剑桥商务英语（中级）》、《剑桥商务英语（高级）》、《商务英语视听说》、《商务英语写作》、《商务英语阅读》、《商务英语翻译》；跨文化英语类模块的课程主要有：《英语国家概况》、《英语报刊选读》、《英美文学选读与鉴赏》、《跨文化交际》、《英国概况》、《美国概况》、《中国文化概况（英语）》。该课程体系充分体现了我校“外语特色鲜明，商科优势突出”的办学定位， 以及“双高两强”（思想素质高，专业水平高，跨文化交际能力强，信息技术运用能力强）和“三型”（应用型，复合型，外向型）的人才培养目标。通过大学英语拓展课程的学习，可以培养商务英语综合应用能力，扩展国际视野，提升人文素质，从而适应个人发展需要，也实现了大学英语课程服务于学校的人才培养目标、服务于院系专业需要、服务于学生个体发展需要的目标定位。

色（“外语特色鲜明，商科优势突出”），并使同学们在进行商务英语类模块课程的学习时有一定的基础，指定了2014级同学在大二下学期必须学习《剑桥商务英语（中级）》课程。又如，为了让同学们能够较为深入地了解各个英语国家的文化，为今后的对外交流提供帮助，对《英语国家概况》这门课程进行了拆分，以国家为单位在下学期开设了《英国概况》和《美国概况》两门课程。以后还将陆续开设《加拿大概况》、《澳洲概况》、《非洲英语国家概况》、《加勒比海英语国家概况》等。
那么，面对门数众多的大学英语拓展课程，同学们应该如何选择呢？
首先，在选课环节上，应该仔细阅读各门课程的课程简介，把拓展课程学习纳入到自己的职业规划，选择适合自身专业发展的课程。例如，《商务英语视听说》课程在《剑桥商务英语（中级）》课程的基础上巩固商务英语专业词汇，侧重听说能力的培养，了解西方商务场合常见的口语表达模式，培养学生在商务环境中把英语作为口头工作语言的能力。 因此有志于在外企和外贸行业工作的同学可以考虑选择该门课程。
其次，在学习过程中，应该明确大学英语拓展课程的学习要求。和强调语言技能学习的大学英语基础课程相比较，大学英语拓展课程在继续提高语言技能的基础上，更加注重训练思维能力和提升人文素养。例如，《美国概况》课程主要讲美国的历史和文化，体验美国的社会发展和变化。学习该门课程能搞加深对美国社会与文化的了解，提高多元文化意识，有利于今后的对外工作和国际交流。课堂上，老师对相关的文化知识提纲挈领，并且有意识地引入典型案例进行中西比较或者不同英语国家之间的比较，拓宽同学们的人文视野，使同学们领悟文化差异，锻炼分析、推理、归纳、鉴赏、批判等思维能力。因此，在老师的推荐下课后大量阅读相关的经典人文名著汲取更多的知识养分是必不可少的功课。
大学英语拓展课程是我校大学英语教学改革的重点环节。今后，大学英语教学部将不断丰富拓展课程的课程选项，满足同学们不同的专业需求和职业发展，使同学们在毕业后具有在工作中使用英语的能力，并具备一定的国际视野和较强的跨文化交际能力，充分实现拓展课程为自我发展助一臂之力的课程教学目的。
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英语四、六级阅读中常见
四大逻辑关系盘点
我们在备考英语四级考试时,会发现阅读中有不少句子超出自己的理解范围。我们的对策则比较偏向于一遍遍地读句子,最后不但没读懂还浪费了时间,影响下面的答题。其实对于这些句子,我们需要从语法的角度去完全把握。下面我们来看看英语四级阅读中常见四种逻辑关系的解析,把握了它们就等于掌握了英语四级阅读解题技巧的一个重要部分。

1.因果关系	
因：because, because of, for, as since, in that, on account of, with
果：so, so that, therefore, thereby, as a result, hence, thus, consequently, accordingly
因果关系除了传统意义上的显性因果表达词之外,隐性的因果同样是不可忽略的一个重要部分。

隐性因果：
A 导致(因-果)： because, reason, lead to, give rise to, result in, render, make, let, ask, push, stimulate, fuel, produce
【例1】 The increased pressure of expanding population has led to the removal of woody plants so that many cities and tow are surrounded by large areas completely lacking in trees.
【解析】在这段话中,有“lead to”表示了导致的意思,即结果。而“so that”更进一步表示了后面的结果,所以可以充分判定这段话有因果关系的逻辑。

ne Direction (commonly abbreviated as 1D) are an English-Irish pop boy band based in London, composed of Niall Horan, Liam Payne, Harry Styles, Louis Tomlinson, and previously, Zayn Malik until his departure from the band on 25 March 2015. The group signed with Simon Cowell's record label Syco Records after forming and finishing third in the seventh series of the British televised singing competition The X Factor in 2010. Propelled to international success by social media, One Direction's four albums, Up All Night (2011), Take Me Home (2012), Midnight Memories (2013) and Four (2014) topped charts in most major markets, and generated hit singles including "What Makes You Beautiful", "Live While We're Young", and "Story of My Life". 

Their achievements include five Brit Awards, four MTV Video Music Awards, eleven MTV Europe Music Awards, and nineteen Teen Choice Awards out of nineteen nominations, among many others. They were proclaimed 2012's "Top New Artist" by Billboard. According to the Sunday Times Rich List, by April 2013, they had an estimated personal combined wealth of £25 million ($41.2m) making them the second-wealthiest musicians in the UK under 30 years of age. In 2014, Forbes listed them the second-highest earning celebrities under 30, with the group earning an estimated $75 million from June 2013 to June 2014. In June 2015, Forbes listed their earnings at $130 million for the previous twelve months, and ranked them the fourth highest earning celebrities in the world. 

And now, One Direction strong return with their new album<Made in the A.M>.It is the fifth studio album by English-Irish boy band One Direction, released on 13 November 2015, by Columbia Records and Syco Music. The album is the group's first without member Zayn Malik, and will be their last before taking an extended hiatus in 2016.Upon its release, the record has received favorable reviews from critics.

very April I am beset by the same concern--that spring might not occur this year. The landscape looks forsaken, with hills, sky and forest forming a single gray meld, like the wash an artist paints on a canvas before the masterwork. My spirits ebb, as they did during an April snowfall when I first came to Maine 15 years ago. "Just wait," a neighbor counseled. "You'll wake up one morning and spring will just be here."

On May 3 that year I awoke to a green so startling as to be almost electric, as if spring were simply a matter of flipping a switch. Then there was the old apple tree. It sits on an undeveloped lot in my neighborhood. It belongs to no one and therefore to everyone. The tree's dark twisted branches sprawl in unpruned abandon. Each spring it blossoms so profusely that the air becomes saturated with the aroma of apple. When I drive by with my windows rolled down, it gives me the feeling of moving in another.

Until last year, I thought I was the only one aware of this tree. And then one day, in a fit of spring madness, I set out with pruner and lopper to remove a few errant branches. No sooner had I arrived under its boughs than neighbors opened their windows and stepped onto their porches. These were people I barely knew and seldom spoke to, but it was as if I had come unbidden into their personal gardens. My mobile-home neighbor was the first to speak. "You're not cutting it down, are you?" Another neighbor winced as I lopped off a branch. "Don't kill it, now," he cautioned. Soon half the neighborhood had joined me under the apple arbor.

It struck me that I had lived there for five years and only now was learning these people's names, what they did for a living and how they passed the winter. It was as if the old apple tree gathering us under its boughs for the dual purpose of acquaintanceship and shared wonder. I couldn't help recalling Robert Frost's words: "The trees that have it in their pent-up buds.To darken nature and be summer woods."

One thaw led to another. Just the other day I saw one of my neighbors at the local store. He remarked how this recent winter had been especially long and lamented not having seen or spoken at length to anyone in our neighborhood. And then, recouping his thoughts, he looked at me and said, "We need to prune that apple tree again. "
