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大学英语教学部召开暑期研修班汇报会
9月17日下午，大学英语教学部于G209召开了一年一度的暑期研修班汇报会，5位教师代表对研修班的学习进行了汇报与分享。 
发言的5位教师分别介绍了暑期研修班所带来的教学科研前沿动态，包括“微课”在翻转课堂中的应用、大学英语教学的创新理念与实践、大学英语教师的专业底气与顺势作为，学术论文写作的方法方式以及跨文化交际等。发言教师对学习内容的重点进行了总结汇报，并结合我校的实际教学情况，分享了个人的学习心得。其中三位老师在发言中提到了要在大学英语教学中进行人文化教改的迫切性问题，教学不能只注重专业性，忽略了人文性。大学英语教学不应该仅仅是语言教学，还应该帮助学生扩大人文知识面，实现“全人教育”（whole-person education）。
据悉，大学英语教学部14人次于7-8月间分赴北京、杭州、石家庄、桂林参加由外语教学与研究出版社和高等教育出版社主办的暑期研修班，另有1人次赴香港参加第二十一届国际跨文化学会年会暨第十一届中国跨文化国际研讨会。参加研修的老师表示，暑期研修学术活动可以帮助我们更新教学理念，学习前沿理论，提高科研能力，更好地为一线教学服务。
大学英语教学部举行BEC宣讲会
9月17日，大学英语教学部主任章恒珍教授以“剑桥商务证书与你的未来”为主题，在F101主讲了的剑桥商务英语证书（BEC）考试宣讲会。宣讲会会场座无虚席。
宣讲会讲解了剑桥商务英语证书考试的目的、意义及其社会影响力，分别从考试的分级系统、考试流程、考试内容和评分标准等方面剖析了剑桥商务英语证书考试。针对近年来考试的情况，章恒珍教授强调，剑桥商务英语证书BEC在外企有较高的认可度，被认为是商务求职的通行证。她以实际例子提出考试过程中需注意的事项，还特别提醒同学们在平时的口语练习中需要多注意语音练习。宣讲会中，章恒珍为同学们准备答疑时间，耐心为在场同学解答疑问。

--2015 Harvard Commencement Speech 
Catharine Drew Gilpin Faust (born September 18, 1947) is an American historian, college administrator and the President of Harvard University. Faust is the first woman to serve as Harvard's president and the university's 28th president overall. Faust is the fifth woman to serve as president of an Ivy League university and is the former dean of the Radcliffe Institute for Advanced Study. Faust is Harvard's first president since 1672 without an undergraduate or graduate degree from Harvard, and the first to have been brought up in the South. In 2014, she was ranked as the 33rd most powerful woman in the world by Forbes.

Thank you, President Torres. Welcome, Governor Patrick. Thank you, everyone, for being here. 

首先，我要谢谢托雷斯校长。欢迎你，帕特里克州长。

When the founders of the Massachusetts Bay Colony arrived on these shores in 1630, they came as dissenters – rejecting institutions of their English homeland. But I have always found it striking that here in the wilderness, where mere survival was the foremost challenge, they so rapidly felt compelled to found this seat of learning.

谢谢你们，来到这里的各位。当我们的开国先辈于1630年来到马塞诸塞州的这片海岸时，他们是作为持异见者而来的——他们摒弃了家乡英国的体制。但是一直令我惊奇的是，在当时的这片荒地里，在如何生存下去还是个未解的问题之时，这些开国先辈很快就意识到了建立（哈佛大学）这所高等学府的必要性。

Dozens of generations have come and gone since then, and the University’s footprint has expanded considerably beyond a small cluster of wooden buildings. But we have never lost faith in the capacity of each generation to build a better society than the one it was born into. We have never lost faith in the capacity of this College to help make that possible. As an early founder, Thomas Shepard put it, we hope to graduate into the world people who are, in his words, “enlarged toward the country and the good of it.”

Yet now, nearly four centuries later, we find ourselves in a challenging historical moment. How do we “enlarge” our graduates in a way that benefits others as well? Shepard spoke of enlarging “toward” – toward, as he put it, “the country and the good of it.” Are we succeeding in educating students oriented toward the betterment of others? Or have we all become so caught up in individual and personal achievements, opportunities, and appearances that we risk forgetting our interdependence, our responsibilities to one another and to the institutions meant to promote the common good?

This is the era of the selfie – and the selfie stick. Now don’t get me wrong: There is much to love about selfies, and two years ago in my Baccalaureate address I concluded by urging the graduates to send such pictures along so we could keep up with them and their post-Harvard lives. But think for a moment about the implications of a society that goes through life taking its own picture. That seems to me a quite literal embodiment of “self-regarding” – a term not often used as a compliment.

In fact, Merriam-Webster’s dictionary offers “egocentric,” “narcissistic” and “selfish” as synonyms. We direct endless attention to ourselves, our image, our “Likes,” just as we are encouraged – and in fact encourage our students – to burnish resumes and fill first college and then job or graduate school applications with endless lists of achievements – with examples, to borrow Shepard’s language, of constant enlargements of self.

As one social commentator has observed, we are ceaselessly at work building our own brands. We spend time looking at screens instead of one another. Large portions of our lives are hardly experienced: They are curated, shared, Snapchatted and Instagrammed – rendered as a kind of composite selfie.
There is only one success --- to be able to spend your life in your own way.   --Morley

正如一位社会评论家所观察到的那样，我们都在不停地为打造自己的品牌而努力。我们花很多时间盯着屏幕看，却忽视了身边的人。我们生活中的很大一部分经历不是被我们体验到的，而是被保存、分享并流传于Snapchat 和Instagram 等APP 上的——最终它们呈现出的是一种由我们所有人合成的自拍照。

Now, a certain amount of self-absorption is in our nature. As Harvard’s own E.O. Wilson has recently written, and I quote him, “We are an insatiably curious species – provided the subjects are our personal selves and people we would know or would like to know.” But I want to underscore two troubling aspects of this obsession with ourselves.

The first is it undermines our sense of responsibility to others – the ethos of service at the heart of Thomas Shepard’s phrase describing Harvard’s enduring commitment to graduate students who are “enlarged” to be about more than themselves. Not just enlarged for their own sake and betterment – but enlarged toward others and toward the world. This is part of the essence of what this university has always strived to be.

Our students and faculty have embodied that spirit through their work to serve in our neighborhood and around the world. From tutoring at the Harvard Ed Portal in Allston to working in Liberia to mitigate the Ebola crisis, they make a difference in the lives of countless individuals. 

我们的学生和教授已经通过服务周围的社区以及整个世界，身体力行地践行这种使命。从为哈佛所在Allston 小镇的中小学生进行课外辅导，到去利比亚参与缓解埃博拉病毒危机的工作，哈佛人改变着无数人的生活。

The Dexter Gate across the Yard invites students to “Enter to grow in wisdom. Depart to serve better thy country and thy kind.” Today, some 6,500 graduates go forth. May each of them remember that it is in some way to serve.

There is yet another danger we should note as well. Self-absorption may obscure not only our responsibilities to others but our dependence upon them. And this is troubling for Harvard, for higher education and for fundamental social institutions whose purposes and necessity we forget at our peril.

利己主义除了削弱了我们的服务意识，还有一种后果也是我们应当注意的。过度的自我关注掩盖的不仅是我们对于他人的责任，还有我们对于他人的依赖。对于哈佛大学、对于高等教育、对于各种社会基础机构，这很是令人困扰。我们遗忘了高校和机构存在的目的和必要性，使我们自己处在危险的境地。

Why do we even need college, critics demand? Can’t we do it all on our own? Peter Thiel, Silicon Valley entrepreneur, has urged students to drop out and has even subsidized them – including several of our undergraduates – to leave college and pursue their individual entrepreneurial dreams. After all, the logic goes, Mark Zuckerberg and Bill Gates dropped out and they seem to have done OK. Well, yes.

为什么我们还需要大学？批评家们问道：我们就不能全靠自学吗？硅谷创业家Peter Thiel 敦促学生们辍学，甚至还给予他们经济补助，让他们辍学创业——这其中也包括我们哈佛的一些本科生。毕竟，从逻辑上来讲，马克·扎克伯格和比尔·盖茨都辍学了，他们似乎都很成功。事实如此，没错。

But we should remember: Bill Gates and Mark Zuckerberg had Harvard to drop out of, Harvard to serve as the place where their world-changing discoveries were born. Harvard and institutions like it to train the physicists, mathematicians, computer scientists, business analysts, lawyers, and thousands of other skilled individuals upon whom Facebook and Microsoft depend. Harvard to enlighten public servants to lead a country in which Facebook, Microsoft, and companies like them can thrive. Harvard to nurture the writers and filmmakers and journalists who create the storied “content” that gives the Internet its substance.

And we must recognize as well that universities have served as sources of discoveries essential to the work of the companies advancing the revolutions in technology that have changed our lives – from early successes in creating and programming computers to development of prototypes that laid the groundwork for the now-ubiquitous touchscreen.
We grow neither better nor worse as we grow old but more like ourselves.   --Becker 

而且我们也要看到，大学是人类和社会技术革新的源泉，这些革新是互联网公司发展的基石——从早期创造计算机和编写计算机程序的成功，到为如今无处不在的触屏奠定基础的样机的发展。

We are told, too, that universities are about to be unbundled, disrupted by innovations that enable individuals to teach themselves, selecting from a buffet of massive open online courses and building do-it-yourself degrees. But online opportunities and residential learning are not at odds; the former can strengthen – but does not supplant – the latter. And through initiatives like edX and HarvardX, we are sharing intellectual riches that are the creations of institutions of higher learning, sharing them with millions of people around the globe.

我们还被告知，大学将土崩瓦解，颠覆性的创新将使得每个人可以自学成才。人们可以在大规模开放在线课程（MOOC）中选课，并设立DIY学位。但在线学习与大学学习并不相悖，前者可以拓展——但不会取代——后者。通过类似像edX 和HarvardX 的这样的在线课程平台，我们已经开始与全球数百万的学习者分享哈佛的精神财富。

Intriguingly, we have found that a highly-represented group among these online learners around the world is teachers – who will use this knowledge to enrich their own schools and face-to-face classrooms.

有趣的是，我们发现世界各地的在线学习者中，有一个群体人数众多，那就是老师——他们正用这些在线课程中的知识来丰富他们自己线下的学校和课堂。

Assertions about the irrelevance of universities are part of a broader and growing mistrust of institutions more generally, one fuelled by our intoxication with the power and charisma of the individual and the cult of celebrity. Government, business, non-profits are joined with universities as targets of suspicion and criticism.

总而言之，主张大学已经没有存在意义的断言来源于人们对于机构的不信任，这种不信任的根本在于我们对于个人权利和感召力的陶醉以及对于名人的崇拜。政府、企业、非营利组织都和大学一样，成为了质疑和批评的靶子。

There are few countervailing voices to remind us how institutions serve and support us. We tend to take what they do for granted. Your food was safe; your blood test was reliable; your polling place was open; electricity was available when you flipped the switch. Your flight to Boston took off and landed according to rules and systems and organizations responsible for safe air travel. Just imagine a week or a month without this “civic infrastructure” – without the institutions that undergird our society and without the

commitment to our interdependence that created these structures of commonality in the first place.

很少有反对的声音来提醒我们这些机构是如何服务和支持我们的，我们常常认为它们的存在理所应当。你的食物是安全的；你的血液检查是可信赖的；你的投票站是开放的；当你拨动开关时，一定会有电；你所乘坐航班的起落都是根据航空安全规定进行的。设想一下，假如所有的市政基础设施停摆一周或一个月，我们的生活会是怎样？

Institutions embody our present and enduring connections to one other. They bring our disparate talents and capacities to the pursuit of common purpose. At the same time, they link us to both what has come before and what will follow. They are repositories of values – values that precede, transcend, and outlast the self.

机构体现了我们与其他个体之间持久的联系，它们将我们不同的天赋和能力拧成一股绳，去追求共同的目标。同时，它们也将我们与过去和未来维系起来。它们是价值的金矿——这些恒久的价值超越了每一个自我。

They challenge us to look beyond the immediate, the instantly gratifying, to think about the bigger picture, the longer run, the larger whole. They remind us that the world is only temporarily ours, that we are stewards entrusted with the past and responsible to the future. We are larger than ourselves and our selfies.

That responsibility is quintessentially the work of universities – calling upon our shared human heritage to invent a new future – the future that will be created by the thousands of graduates who leave here today. Our work is about that ongoing commitment – not to a single individual or even one generation or one era – but to a larger world and to the service of the age that is waiting before it.

In 1884, my predecessor Charles William Eliot unveiled a statue of John Harvard and spoke of the good that can come from the study of what we might call the “enlarged” life of the man whose name this university bears. Eliot said: “He will teach that the good which men do lives after them, fructified and multiplied beyond all power of measurement or computation. He will teach that from the seed which he planted … have sprung joy,

strength, and energy ever fresh, blooming year after year in this garden of learning, and flourishing … as time goes on, in all fields of human activity.”

Cultural Differences in
Entertainment

Abstract
As life gets increasingly busy, it becomes more difficult for people to spend time with their loved ones. Thus, it is necessary to keep everyone entertained to ensure a relaxing time when a family break does become feasible. Entertainment provides a way to break away from everyday humdrum activity and enjoy a refreshing moment together.

Entertainment brings happiness, which is a fundamental and powerful medicine that aids health and wellbeing. It is said “when you are happy, you have everything.” Happiness can even reduce stress and tension. Movies, music and TV series can all create joy in people’s lives. When watching or listening, members of the audience tend to forget the snags, miseries, worries and difficulties of their own lives.

With so many sources of entertainment now available, people have many options to choose from in their precious leisure time. Perhaps the best option is to focus on those forms of entertainment that are educational or inspiring, and which encourage people to achieve success amid their existing or perceived difficulties.

Chinese Traditional Entertainment
There are still many Chinese traditional entertainments popular in modern China, such as mahjong, Chinese Chess and Beijing Opera.

Mahjong
Mahjong, also spelled Ma Jiang, and numerous other variants, is a game that originated in China. It is commonly played by four players (with some three-player variations found in South Korea and Japan). The game and its regional variants are widely played throughout Eastern and South Eastern Asia and have a small following in Western countries. Similar to the Western card game rummy, mahjong is a game of skill, strategy, and calculation and involves a degree of chance.

One of the myths of the origin of mahjong suggests that Confucius, the Chinese philosopher, developed the game in about 500 BC. The three dragon tiles also agree with
The tragedy of life is not so much what men suffer, but what they miss.   --Carlyle  


the three cardinal virtues bequeathed by Confucius. Hong Zhong, Fa Cai and Bai Ban represent benevolence, sincerity, and filial piety, respectively.
The myth also claims that Confucius was fond of birds, which would explain the name "mahjong". Many historians believe it was based on a Chinese card game called Ma Diao in the early Ming dynasty. This game was played with 40 paper cards similar in appearance to the cards used in the game Ya Pei. These 40 cards are numbered 1 to 9 in four different suits, along with four extra flower cards. This is quite similar to the numbering of mahjong tiles today, although mahjong only has three suits and, in effect, uses four packs of Ya Pei cards.

Chinese Chess
Chinese Chess also called Xiangqi, is a two-player Chinese board game in the same family as Western chess. The present-day form of Chinese Chess originated in China and is therefore commonly called Chinese chess in English. The first character "Xiang" here has the meaning "image" or "representational", hence Chinese Chess can be literally translated as "representational chess". The game is sometimes called "elephant chess" after an alternative meaning of Xiang as "elephant".

Chinese Chess has a long history. Though its precise origins have not yet been confirmed, the earliest literary reference comes from the 9th century. Chinese Chess is one of the most popular board games in the world. Distinctive features of Chinese Chess include the unique movement of the pao ("cannon") piece, a rule prohibiting the generals (similar to chess kings) from facing each other directly, and the river and palace board features, which restrict the movement of some pieces.

Beijing Opera
Beijing opera or Peking opera is a kind of Chinese opera which arose in the mid-19th century and was extremely popular in the Qing Dynasty court. It is widely regarded as one of the cultural treasures of China. Beijing and Tianjin are respected as the base cities of Beijing opera in the north while Shanghai is the base in the south.

With its fascinating and artistic accompanying music, singing and costumes, the Beijing Opera is China's national opera. Full of Chinese cultural facts, the opera presents the audience with an encyclopedia of Chinese culture, as well as unfolding stories, beautiful paintings, exquisite costumes, graceful gestures and martial arts. Since Beijing Opera enjoys a higher reputation than other local operas, almost every province in China has

more than one Beijing Opera troupe. Opera is so popular among Chinese people, especially seniors, that even "Beijing Opera Month" has been declared.

The Peking Opera band mainly consists of an orchestra and percussion band. The former frequently accompanies peaceful scenes while the latter provides the right atmosphere for battle scenes. The commonly used percussion instruments include castanets, drums, bells and cymbals. One person usually plays the castanets and drums simultaneously, which conduct the entire band. The orchestral instruments include the Erhu, Huqin, Yueqin, Sheng (reed pipe), Pipa (lute) and other instruments. The band usually sits on the left side of the stage.

Chinese modern entertainment
Nowadays, China is connecting to the world and people’s life styles have a big change. There are more and more fashion entertainments have come to our daily life, such as karaoke and public square dancing

What is Karaoke?
Karaoke first evolved in Japan as an emotional outlet in an introvert country in the 1970s, and then it immediately swept East Asia. The entertainment came to the Chinese mainland in the 1990s and got the new name of KTV, where the participants can watch the music video, dance, or just talk to each other in enclosed rooms. In Beijing, it is hard to book a room on the weekends, and when the New Year is approaching, it becomes even more difficult. 

Why Is KTV So Popular?
Another question that’s commonly asked by foreigners is why is KTV so popular in China? There are some Westerners who get into KTV, but the majority just doesn’t understand why it’s so popular.

It seems to be a cultural thing, which extends to other Asian cultures, as it’s popular in most Asian countries. Exactly why this is the case (and why it’s never really taken hold in the West) is anyone’s guess. However, I’ve noticed a couple of things about the Chinese and karaoke:

Most Chinese are pretty good singers. Of course, some are better than others (and some are awful), but in general the average Chinese person sings better than the average Westerner. I think this because Chinese is a tonal language. The biggest difficulty that Westerners who learn Chinese face is distinguishing between the tones.

The Chinese are very polite when listening to someone who really can’t sing. They’ll applaud enthusiastically. There won’t be any jeering. This may be related to the

concept of face, but I think it goes beyond that – I think the Chinese really appreciate someone having a go.

Public square dancing
Public square dancing (Guang Chang wu) in recent years has grown into a national fad in China. Public square dancing is a form of group dancing that has become a favorite pastime of many elderly and middle-aged people, mostly women, across China. Dozens or even hundreds of people often dance to loud music in community squares, parks and/or other public places in China, sometimes during daytime and often in the evening, to keep fit and to socialize with acquaintances.

The groups congregate in the early morning and evening, any time of year, at parks or public squares, or anywhere they can find enough space, regardless of what other use that space may nominally have, such as a parking lot. Morning dancers try to avoid parks since they are preferred locations for taiji, the martial arts school whose slowed-down moves are often practiced as exercise, known as tai chi in the West. They begin as early as 5:30 a.m., and tend to use spaces nearer supermarkets so they are better positioned to bargain for and purchase fresh vegetables when the markets open. 

In the evening they tend to start dancing after dinner; for this reason spaces used by square dancers in the evening tend not to be too far from their homes as they also may have to tend to grandchildren they may be watching while their own children work late.

Dancers organize themselves into rank and file. The front rank comprises the most proficient dancers, the best being in the center. Each rank back from the one in front contains dancer who are less proficient. All the dancers face forward. This allows dancers to learn from those in the rows ahead. The back rank is often populated with beginners just learning the moves, while the front rows are well-coordinated.

Groups sometimes split if one experienced dancer feels she can lead a group of her own, especially if there are dancers dissatisfied with the current leaders' interpretation of the songs. Groups that form by such splits often consider themselves in competition. These can take the nature of friendly, organized events, or more serious competition for the best spaces available and the loudest sound.

Apparel varies greatly. Many groups' members show up in street clothes or exercise clothing similar to that worn for aerobics or yoga in the West. More advanced groups sometimes wear costumes and use props. The New York Times reported seeing one group in green fatigues, dancing to songs from the Korean War era. A Beijing group

attracted international attention in summer of 2014 for performing Cultural Revolution-era songs like "Without the Communist Party, There Would Be No New China" outside a local shopping mall every night, wearing military uniforms and using toy guns as props.

The music is usually broadcast from a portable CD player and amplifier on wheels, powered by a large vehicle battery. Accompaniment varies. Some groups dance to Western pop or even waltzes, but most choose Chinese popular songs with a dance beat, such as the 2014 hit "Little Apple", or older hits from the 1950s, often with propagandist lyrics. Some dances are complicated and demanding, but the majority is low-impact routines that primarily consist of holding the dancer's arms in front of the body in varied positions. For this reason they are often referred to derisively as "zombie dances.

Entertainment in western countries
Pub culture in England
What is a pub? Why do the British spend so much time in the pub? It's a common misconception to think that the British spend a lot of time in the pub. It's true that the pub culture is deeply ingrained in our psyche, but when some pubs have been around for over 800 years and the 'alehouse' or 'tabernae' has been around since Roman times, it's easy to see why.

Pub is the shortened version of 'Public House' - a house that the public have a right to enter as opposed to a private house - someone's home. Pubs and taverns have long established roots in offering accommodation as well as hospitality, and whilst the number of pubs offering rooms has since dropped there are many that still do.

In rural areas the local church and the pub(s) are the main focal points of the community where people meet to chat, drink, eat and play games like darts, snooker and skittles. Many modern pubs also show sport on big screens, such as football (soccer) and rugby as many people enjoy the camaraderie of watching games with friends. Some people may visit their local pub on an almost daily basis, whilst others may only visit a pub once a week or month. Sometimes people will visit a pub in the country on a Sunday for Sunday lunch as its relaxing atmosphere can make an enjoyable change to many people's busy lives.

Some pubs have a long tradition of serving food, dating back to their historic usage as inns and hotels where travelers would stay. Many pubs were drinking establishments, and little emphasis was placed on the serving of food, other than sandwiches and "bar snacks", such as pork scratching, pickled eggs, salted crisps and peanuts which helped to increase beer sales.

Introduction 
Obviously, everybody needs some time off to entertain themselves. Not just the kids who play with their friends, but also teenagers and adults who need to have a break with their studies or their job, as well as the elderly who would feel bored staying home all the time. However, not everybody has the same type of entertainment, and some of them can be quite specific to the age, the personality, the gender, weather, social status, etc.

Different ages

Specific entertainments in France 
Sport 
French people are very attracted to sport, and practicing sport can take a big part of people's free time. When you're still at school, it's very common to spend every Wednesday afternoon and Saturday afternoon going to practice a sport of your choice, with competitions held once a month on Sunday. France offers a very large choice of sports, which are also well-known in China such as soccer, tennis or basketball, but also many other sports which are not popular in China, such as rugby, handball, gymnastics, athletics, boxing, archery, etc. 

Nightclubs 
Young adults in France really enjoy going to nightclubs with their friends on weekend. Usually open on Friday night and Saturday night, they would go there starting at 11pm and stay there all night long dancing under the very loud music and psychedelic lighting, unreasonably drinking all kinds of alcohols cocktails, only going back home the next morning for sleeping until noon.

Dinner parties 
Needless to say, France is famous for its food culture. French people can spend so much time cooking, which they really enjoy, and invite relatives or friends for long dinner that could last for several hours. The tradition also includes what is called the “aperitif” when before starting dinner people drink alcohol and eat salty snacks, in order to prepare the body for large quantity and variety of delicious dishes.

Traveling around 
French people are very curious, and like to discover everything that surrounds them. Traveling around their home is very popular. When you are a kid, you can just take your bike, a backpack with snack and juice, and go for a road trip around the village you live in. When you are a teenager, it's almost the same, but using your scooter can take you quite a bit further. And when you are an adult, you just take your car to go everywhere you can .

Card games 
Card games are very various in France. As much Chinese people love playing Mahjong and chess, French people enjoy playing different kinds of card games, and not only when it's cold and rainy outside. Some of the card games can be so popular that even some professional competitions are organized which great prizes for the winners.

Other popular activities 
It's difficult to think about everything special about France, as even the different locations have their own lifestyle and specific activities. Living near the mountain, people usually enjoy hiking in summer and skiing in winter. Living by the seaside, people love spending hours laying on the beach for making their skin tanned. Living in a large city, people would prefer going shopping or visit museums.

Conclusion 
Like any country, France has its own culture about entertainment. The objective of this short article was to give you a brief introduction of the lifestyle in France. If you want to know more about it, my suggestion is to attend my next lecture where I’ll give you more details about how French people like to spend their free time.

Hiking: culture, sport, health, recreation and tourism
Hiking is the preferred term, in Canada and the USA, for a long, vigorous walk, usually on trails (footpaths), in the countryside, while the word walking is used for shorter, particularly urban walks. On the other hand, in the United Kingdom, and the Republic of Ireland, the term walking is used to describe all forms of walking, whether it is a walk in the park or backpacking in the Alps.

Until only a few decades ago, hiking was almost exclusively linked to high mountains and was practiced by people from mountain climbing centers, which represented a small percentage of society in those times.

It generally consisted of day-long walks to reach peaks and promontories of a certain height, make out the landscape and go back to the departure point with the satisfaction of having been to an unspoilt place. However, over recent years, hiking has evolved and, without leaving behind its interest in these peaks and fairly inaccessible places, it has included the idea that it is the best way to discover and get to know the territory, whether a mountain, a plain or the maritime coast.

Walking from town to town, from beach to beach or even from hotel to hotel allows you to discover small chapels, springs, cultivated fields, farmhouses, fishermen’s huts and all the elements that make up a territory and its basic culture. At the same time, it is a good sport to practice, which can be done at any age, whether elderly or young, and which is highly recommended for one’s physical and mental health in an increasingly sedentary society. 

In Europe, there are a lot of people who practice hiking, many of whom organize their holidays in foreign countries to get to know their landscape and their culture, step-by-step. Austria, the Italian Tyrol, Tuscany and Provence are first-class destinations for those who love spending their holidays doing hiking.

学语言“速成”之路走不通
近年来常有人拿着各种各样的“英语速成班”的广告来征求我的意见，问是否有必要参加。他们中有在校的大中学生、学生家长、研究生备考人员、即将升职晋级的官员等。我的回答却往往令他们失望。“速成”对应试也许有些作用，但要真正学好语言，“速成”之路是绝对走不通的。

一、书读百遍，其义自见
　　回顾我学英语的过程，可谓艰辛困苦。由于学英语起步较晚，当初又没有现在这么好的条件，所以我靠的是“背诵 + 默写”。
当时的语言资料不多，主要是靠课本，我将能接触到的各种英文教材囫囵吞枣地全背下来：背单词、背词组、背句型、背人名、背地名、背标点符号、背课文、背练习，什么都背。开始背诵起来很费力，不过，时间一长，就越记越快，越背越容易。有的句子或语言现象，开始并不完全明白，一旦背熟了，自然就通了，印证了古人所说的“书读百遍，其义自见。” 
 
二、坚持默写
默写也是我常用的一个办法。为了加深记忆，我一直坚持默写。无论课文多么长，我第一件要做的事一定是把它背熟。把课文背得滚瓜烂熟之后，我再进行下一步——默写。凭着我的记忆把整篇课文从头至尾默写下来，争取丝毫不差，甚至包括专用名词和标点符号。虽然这是一种公认的“笨”方法，挺花时间，又较难掌握，但如果能坚持下来，效果十分显著。

后来我无论是做作业还是考试，诸如大小写、标点符号、乃至拼写之类的小错误都很少，得分也自然就高。
默写的另一个好处是，当背诵的东西多了，慢慢就产生了语感。那么，有时遇到不正确的句子，尽管说不清原因，凭直觉也会感到不顺，因而就避开了这些错误。学习也因此上了一个新台阶，起初的学习之苦随之转化为乐趣。

三、常做“精听”
我开始练听力的时候，常常采用“死”办法，对听的材料逐字逐词地笔录下来。这样做“一举数得”：练习了拼写，温习了语法，提高了准确性，加强了基本功，听力也随之提高了。后来知道，这种做法就是所谓的“精听”。
即使是听英美广播，看英语电影录像，不时地做些“精听”，对提高听力也是很有好处的。以广播新闻为例，凡属于新闻报道，其篇章结构、文体特征、用词句式都有规律，通过精听、默写的方式很容易掌握，一旦熟悉了，听的效果自然会提高。

四、注重语言的积累
口语也不例外。口头表达有技巧性，但更主要的是要有充足纯熟的语言素材。“听”和“说”被公认是学外语的难关。要能听会说，就要多听多说，这是人人皆知的道理。其实，听说能力强的人，并不是其感官灵敏，主要是他们语言积累丰厚（当然有知识面的问题）。如果词汇量大，语法知识牢靠，听说能力就容易提高。　　
实践证明，不少同时学英语的人，语言水平不相上下，但后来有的说话仍结结巴巴，有的却出口成章。究其原因（注：这里不考虑智力因素），往往是掌握的语言素材的多寡和对材料的熟悉程度的高低所致。所以每当学生来请教如何练习口语时，我的回答仍然是“多记、多背、多练”。

小结

回想起来，我学英语在很大程度上得益于过去的“死记硬背”。“死记硬背”虽然不能说是好方法，但学语言却离不开“死记硬背”，至少在初、中级阶段是如此，即使到了高级阶段，死记硬背也并非毫无用处。学语言有一个从“死”到“活”的过程。“死”的东西多了，熟能生巧，慢慢就会变“活”。死记硬背到一定的时候，便会“死”去“活”来。所谓“死”，就是原始的语言积累，创建个人的语料库，语料库丰富了，一旦掌握了运用技巧，就能随意提取，运用自如，死的语言材料便“活”起来了。学语言就是这样，无捷径可走。

大学英语教学部 孔中敏
亲爱的大一新生，首先恭喜你们过五关斩六将，通过自己的努力终于来到了美丽的大学校园！

可是当脚步真的迈进了企望已久的校园，很多同学眼前却突然变得一片迷茫，不知道这四年将如何度过。学好自己的专业、取得优异的成绩似乎是每个同学的目标和方向，这些我不再赘述。我只谈谈很多同学都十分关心的问题：大学阶段的英语学习和英语考试。各类英语考试将成为顺利毕业的必经关隘，各级英语证书将是以后人生道路的必备通行证。然而，与高中学习相比，大学阶段的英语学习有了颠覆式的变化：更多依赖自主性学习，注重实际运用能力，以职业发展为导向。如何尽快适应这种转变，使大学的英语学习既注重实效性，又能顺利通过考试呢？下面请大家跟我一起，好好规划一下自己的大学英语学习。

1. 通过阅读培养英语学习的兴趣
    
虽然刚进大学，不知你是否发现，有一部分同学已经拿起英语课本或原版书籍，在校园里晨读起来。如果大学有一件事情值得你坚持四年，那么它就是早读。

通过阅读，你需要调整英语学习的策略，从之前的为考试而学转向对英语兴趣的培养。这一点甚至是奠定你整个大学阶段英语学习能否顺利进行的关键。第一学期，从高中细节的语法学习、题海轰炸过渡到大学兴趣为主、阅读为主的学习方式，你可能要花点时间适应。多尝试几种不同的英语学习方式来确定自己的兴趣所在，例如阅读英文小说、朗诵英文诗歌、浏览英文期刊、背诵名人演讲等。兴趣会激发持续的干劲和动力，学习就变成一件乐事，你会不知不觉地去下功夫研究，充满兴趣地去听、说、读、写。

2. 通过坚持听英语培养语感

语言学习的过程其实就是先培养到位的语感，再把感觉上升到理性认识，然后将理性认识融入到思维中，最终达到运用自如。量变决定质变，语感的培养也要靠量的积累。从进大学开始，唯一不能放松、且每天都要坚持做的事情是练习听力，英语新闻、电影原声、英文演讲、英语试题、课文录音，都是你练习听力的素材。“精听”时有几个原则需要遵守：（1）不看原文（不把听力变成阅读）；（2）在安静的环境下聚精会神地听；（3）同样的内容反复听、仔细琢磨直到听懂。而“泛听”可以随时随地进行，校园的路上、打饭的队伍里、晨练的操场上，抓住点滴的时间用英语轰炸你的耳朵，因为听力不能急于求成，有了量的积累，才能有质的飞跃。

3. 利用一切机会练习口语

进入大学阶段后，提高英语实际运用能力就成为英语学习的重中之重。要想提高口语表达能力，首先要有大量的语言素材的输入，而最好的方法就是大声、快速、反复地朗读文章，直至可以背诵如流。除了朗读，模仿也是提高口语能力的有效途径。学习英语的过程与孩童

学说话的过程一样，模仿是必不可少的。例如，反复跟读录音，练习发音，学会连读、弱读，模仿句子的语调和节奏。 

外教的口语课是大家练习口语的好时机，请丢掉所谓的面子和羞怯，大胆地开口说出来！此外，积极参加语音诊断室、英语角、背诵比赛、演讲比赛等英语第二课堂活动，利用一切机会展示自己，锻炼和提高口语表达能力。

4. 从易到难，循序渐进

大学英语学习主要是自主学习，因而一定要遵循“从易到难”的规律。若一开始就从难入手，学习就会因艰难而显得晦涩乏味，原本可以充实而快乐的英语学习便会成为一件苦差事；相反，若从易到难，拾级而上，通过慢慢积累来培养成就感，你就会越来越自信。以阅读原著为例，大家可以先从500～800词的简易读物入手，再读800～1500词的原著改编，然后挑战1500～2500词的原著精编，最后去读真正的原版著作。

5. 努力攻克英语考试关

大学里的英语考试包括常规的大学英语期末考试、一年两次的大学英语四、六级考试，以及自愿报名的BEC、IELTS、TOFEL、GRE、考研英语等考试。要想在考试中取得理想的成绩，除了平时要夯实英语基础外，还需要学会一些备考的方法和技巧。

(1)速战速决：备考的过程就是一个重复性的工作，因此大家需要采取“速战速决”的策略，即缩短备考时间，提高备考效率，以保持足够的动力和兴趣把复习备考坚持到底。第二学期你就可以报名参加大学英语四级考试（CET4），用三个月的时间把词汇解决，同时坚持做一些阅读和真题，集中精力认真备考，通过四级考试并不难。如果认为自己基础稍弱一些的，可以先系统的学习一下新视野教材一、二册的内容，打下基础，再过考试。

(2)钻研真题：任何英语考试都是对英语基础知识和应试能力的综合考查，而应试能力的提高则需要练习大量的试题，从中发掘规律，寻找解题方法。只有掌握了出题套路和解题规律，再结合英语基础知识，才能在考试中发挥出更高的水平。而历年考试真题无疑是最能反映出命题者的思路的备考材料。 

总之，英语学习是大学生活重要的组成部分，大家应该在刚入校园时就细细规划好自己四年的英语学习，慢慢摸索适合自己的学习方法，逐步攻克各个难关。这个过程也许会很辛苦，但请记住，只有当你坚持了别人没有坚持的，承受了别人没有承受的，才能迎来人生的蜕变，实现自我的价值。

如何对待英语学习？这是一个简单而又复杂的问题。说它简单，是因为语言学习并没有什么捷径可言：没有足够的语言输入，又谈何输出？这意味着时间+训练。然而，大量的时间投入，是否就能与英语的提高划上等号呢？显然不是。
	
大家可以回想一下，我们从小学到大学，再到研究生，都有学英语，时间投入不算少，可英语如何呢？在此，我愿和各位新生一起分享下我对这个问题的一点想法，用一句话概括，就是：态度上认真对待，时间上合理分配，学习上积极主动。
	
也许你还沉浸在升学的喜悦当中，憧憬着美好的大学生活：终于没有各种考试压力了（而事实上，考不过大学英语四级，你便拿不到学位；还有各种大小测验、期末考试。）想象总是美好的，现实却总是骨感的。也许大学四年便是你人生中还能毫无压力读书的四年，应该珍惜，不要过多地把精力花在吃喝玩乐，而应考虑一下自己将来想做什么，现在需要为将来做什么准备。

	一天的时间是有限的，大学四年的时间也是数得过来的，那怎么去合理分配呢？作为非英语专业的学生，你们的英语作业其实不算少，但英语只是一种工具，你们还需要把更多的精力放在自己的专业上。英语这门学科有个最大的特点：不需要你耗费一整块一整块的时间。如何把时间化零为整？比如，你可以每天花十分钟早读，记忆一些好词好句，固定搭配；可以在走路的时候听听课文录音，顺便背背课文；甚至可以在累的时候，看看美剧听听歌，适应一下外国人的口音，培养一下语感。此外，也应合理安排写作业的时间，请不要把所有作业都堆在一起完成，而应该分散在每一天，这样做既轻松又能保证每天都能得到训练。
	
此外，大学和中小学是非常不一样的，不再是老师填鸭式的教学，而是需要你自主学习。你不能期待老师上课对一个个单词进行解析，对一个个语法点进行讲解。那些都应该是你在课后通过查字典自学完成。虽然你们仍要通过四级考试，可那真算不得什么，将来你需要的可不是考试，而是与人交流、懂看会写。正因为此，课堂的学习更多的在于通过一项项训练任务提高你们的口语交际能力、逻辑思辨能力、写作条理能力。
	
请记住，英语学习不可能省功夫，但我们可以尽力做到事半功倍！祝愿大家尽快适应新的生活，更好地融入南国这个大家庭！

大学英语四、六级听力备考技巧

随着大学英语四级考试改革的进行，听力部分在考试题型中所占比重日益增加，题型更加灵活，可是学生的听力成绩提高速度较慢。掌握一定的听力部分答题技巧，可以在一定程度上提高学生听力部分得分的比重， 更快攻克四、六级这个考试难关。
一、抓住首尾句
主题句常在对话的开头，它对整个对话的内容起一个概括和提示的作用，实际上是说话人所谈论的中心话题。长对话中的第一题很可能是针对对话的开头提问，考查考生对整个对话的主题或所谈话题的把握。
结尾处往往涉及到建议、决定或某种行为等，它对整个对话起到一个总结的作用。长对话的最后一题经常是针对对话的结尾设题，故留意其中的关键动词就成了解题的关键。

【例1】(07-6-19)  M: Hi, Ann, welcome back. How is your trip to the states? 
　　                  W: Very busy, I had a lot of meetings. …
19: Why did the woman go to New York?
[A] To go sightseeing.                        
[B] To have meetings. 
[C] To promote a new champagne.            
[D] To join in a training program.

【答案解析】选[B]。细节题。对话一开始，男士问女士去美国的旅行怎么样，女士回答说很忙，她had a lot of meetings(要参加很多会议)，由此可知女士去纽约是去参加会议。

二、留意对话中的一问一答
　　长对话中，对话双方往往出现多个一问一答，而这一恰恰是长对话的一个出题重点，对话后面问题往往就是对话原文中问题的照搬或是同义转述，因此其答案就是对话中紧接问题之后的答语，而且一般不会有同音词、近音词的干扰，因此对于这类题目答案的基本原则就是“听到什么选什么”。

【例2】(07-6-25)  W: What is your line of business, Mr. Johnson?
　　                  M: We are a training consultancy.
　　25. What is the man’s line of business?
[A] Data collection.                 　 [B] Training consultancy.
[C] Corporate management.            [D] Information processing.

【答案解析】选[B]。细节题。女士的提问即为本题的提问，答案就在男士接下来的回答中。女士问男士What is your line of business(做哪一行)，男士回答说We are a training consultancy(我们是培训咨询公司)，由此可知答案为[B]。

三、留意重复率较高的词或短语
　　对话的主要内容理所当然会得到说话人的强调，而一个非常重要，也是非常明显的强调方式就是重复，而且重复的词语往往能够揭示对话的主题。因此对那些对话双方多次提到的词语或内容应进行重点记忆。

　W: We now interrupt our regular scheduled news program to bring you live up-to-date coverage on the civil unrest in the newly formed country of Karnak, where our man Stan Fielding is stationed. Stan...
M: …, rebel forces launched the biggest offensive against the ruling government in the 18-month conflict here in this country.
M:…, rebel forces are also using heavy artillery to pound the positions of government forces around the city center. Rebel forces are closing in, …
　　M: … this war-torn country …, but that is always a concern if this war lingers on.
　　22. What is the news coverage mainly about?
　　[A] The latest developments of an armed rebellion in Karnak.
　　[B] The fall of Karnak’s capital city into the hands of the rebel forces.
　　[C] The epidemic that has just broken out in the country of Karnak.
[D] The peace talks between the rebels and the government in Karnak.  

【答案解析】选[A]。主旨题。主旨题的答案往往在开头或结尾，而本题的答案即出自开头的第一句。选项中的latest(最新的)对应该句中的live up-to-date(最新直播)，armed rebellion(武装叛乱)对应unrest(动乱)。另外，对话的主题往往会得到多次重复，因此根据后面多次出现的rebel forces，conflict， war等与“叛乱”相关的词语，也可判断本题答案为[A]。

四、留意选项中的要点内容
　　正确选项往往与原文相似，或是原文的同义表达，因此应注意提取选项中的关键点，在听音时留意其是否在文中出现并加以记录。

【例4】(710分样卷-25) 
W: … what other pressing concerns are there for the citizens of the city?
　　M: Well, since the beginning of the conflict, starvation, and lack of clean water and adequate shelter have been the biggest daily obstacles facing the citizens of this war-torn country.

25. What is the pressing concern of the citizens of karnack?
[A] Inadequate medical care.  　            
[B] Continuing social unrest.
[C] Lack of food, water and shelter.          
[D] Rapid spreading of the epidemic

【答案解析】选[C]。细节题。四个选项中只有[C]项内容在对话中出现，其他三项均未涉及到，故只要抓住对话中“starvation, and lack of clean water and adequate shelter”或其部分内容，即可判断答案为[C]。starvation意为“饥饿”。

五、留意数字、人名、地名等相关信息
　　遇到数字、人名、地名、时间、年代时要对相关信息做简要记录，尤其是选项中出现类似的概念时，在听音时更应重点留意。

【例5】(710分样卷-24)  
M: … Rebel forces are closing in, and it’s feared that they will be able to take the capital building before daybreak where, it is believed, many government officials are holding out.

[A] Late in the morning.

【答案解析】选[C]。细节题。根据原文中…it is feared that they will …before daybreak.可知，当时报道的时间应该是在before daybreak(黎明破晓前)。dawn相当于daybreak。

六、注意使用缩略语
　　记笔记一定要迅速，而要想在有限的时间内尽可能比较全面的记录重点信息，使用一定的缩略语和熟悉的符号是十分必要的，主要有以下几种方法：
　　1. 利用数学符号。如equal写成“=”； “≠”表示“unequal”；“↑”代表increase/up；“←”表示result from/because/since/for/as；“→”代表lead to/result in/has become/turn into；“↓”表示decrease/drop/dip/fall；“≈”代表about/almost；“>”表示more than；“<”表示 less than；“ +”代表include/cover；“-”则是exclude等。
　　2. 利用数字和其他固定符号。尽量用数字或其他固定符号代表单词，这样既能节约时间，又能避免拼写错误，如：twenty写成 20；nineteen eighty four记作1984；$=dollar； ￡=pound；11 in the morning=11 am；11 in the evening=11 pm等。
　　3. 创造自己的速写符号。在平时的训练中也可以使用和创造一些符合自己习惯的缩略语和符号，如u= understand(ing)；m= mean(ing)；m=minute；s=second；h=hour 等等。

【结束语】
当然，听力水平的提高不是一朝一夕的事情，而听力技巧的熟练运用少不了长时间的练习。这些技巧并不难掌握，但在考场上，又有多少同学能如此清醒地应用所学的技巧和知识呢？所以，在平时的学习生活中，不管是做真题还是模拟题，都要像考试一样要求自己，制造考场环境，让自己在考试状态下练习考试技巧，才能够临危不惧，马到成功！

ride and Prejudice was first published in 1813, although Jane Austen wrote it between October of 1796 and August of 1797. This was a time when women were expected to stay at home and be a pretty face, not thinking for themselves or involving themselves in politics or careers. Men were authors; women were not. Austen’s

father first submitted Pride and Prejudice in 1797, under the title First Impressions, but was rejected probably for the reason that it had been written by a woman.  

Even when Pride and Prejudice was finally published in 1813, Austen’s name did not appear as the author of the book, and in fact, Austen was never given credit for being the author of any of her works while she was alive. The title page of Pride and Prejudice, when published, read “by the author of Sense and Sensibility.”

She had a lot to say about women and society in England during the late 18th and early 19th centuries. Pride and Prejudice is quite comic and it paints a clear picture of how women who lacked their own fortune oftentimes had to forsake love to marry for economic security and social status. The first two sentences are laugh-out-loud funny. They will always be two of my favorite opening lines from any book, and they set the stage for all of the ridiculousness that is about to happen throughout the rest of the story:

It is a satisfying love story, if that’s what you’re after, but it’s also much more than that.  The characters are great—even the ones whose personalities I can’t stand—and the book really has a lot to say about people’s pride, vanity and prejudices in general.

I love this book because I love the characters. A few of them really work my nerves, but I still love how well-written they are. Elizabeth is my favorite because she is so independent, headstrong and outspoken. She refuses to marry for any reason other than love, even if that means she doesn’t end up marrying someone who can give her a better economic and social status. She has her faults, but she is not afraid to admit to them when she knows she’s wrong. I get a lot of laughs out of Pride and Prejudice every time I read it, and most of those laughs are courtesy of Mr. Bennet.  

I think what makes Jane Austen’s books so well-loved and timeless was her ability to tell it like it is. She wrote without a lot of fluff and the way she worded things in the nineteenth-century is really not a whole lot different from the way we use the language today. Her books remain relevant because she wrote about subjects that will always be a natural part of being human, no matter how many years go by, and her characters are always so realistic and full of life.

If you like good classic literature, a good love story, and humorous characters, you’ll enjoy reading Pride and Prejudice. It’s a nice, satisfying, fun reading experience.

The Frankfurt Book Fair is considered to be the most important book fair in the world for international deals and trading.

German news magazine Der Spiegel described it as "closed-minded" for its policy of not including the many Catalans who write in Spanish in its definition of Catalan literature. The decision to exclude any element of "Spanishness", defined as literature exclusively done in Spanish, from the fair was made in spite of the fact that the Spanish government contributed more than 6 million euros towards the cost of the fair. 

The Guest of Honour in 2009 was China, stirring a controversy about the country's record on human rights.

The Peace Prize of the German Book Trade (German: Friedenspreis des Deutschen Buchhandels) is an international peace prize given yearly at the Frankfurt Book Fair in the Paulskirche in Frankfurt am Main, Germany. It has been awarded by the Börsenverein des Deutschen Buchhandels since 1950 and the winner is remunerated with €25,000.Traditionally, the President of Germany and leading political, cultural and diplomatic persons attend the ceremony and ZDF TV covers the event.

The German Book Prize (Deutscher Buchpreis) is awarded annually in October by the Börsenverein des Deutschen Buchhandels, the German Publishers and Booksellers Association, to the best German language novel of the year.The books, published in Germany, Austria and Switzerland, are nominated by their publishers, who can propose up to two books from their current or planned publication list. 

The books should be in shops before the short-list is announced in September of the award year. The winner is awarded € 25,000, while the five shortlisted authors receive € 2,500 each. It is presented annually during the Frankfurt Book Fair.The prize was created in 2005 to heighten awareness for authors writing in German. It is based on the same idea as literary prizes such as the Man Booker Prize or the Prix Goncourt.

The Hateful Eight (stylized as The H8ful Eight or The Hateful 8) is an upcoming American western film written and directed by Quentin Tarantino, and stars Samuel L. Jackson, Kurt 
Russell, Jennifer Jason Leigh, Walton Goggins, Demián Bichir, Tim Roth, Michael Madsen and Bruce Dern. The film is set some years after the Civil War in Wyoming, and it revolves around eight westerners who seek refuge in a stagecoach stopover on a mountain pass during a blizzard.

Synopsis
In post-Civil War Wyoming, John "The Hangman" Ruth (Russell) is escorting fugitive Daisy "The Prisoner" Domergue (Leigh) to Red Rock where the latter will face justice for murder. They encounter another bounty hunter named Major Marquis "The Bounty Hunter" Warren (Jackson) and Chris "The Sheriff" Mannix (Goggins). A blizzard forces the four to take shelter at a stagecoach passover called Minnie's Haberdashery where they encounter four more strangers; Bob "The Mexican" (Bichir), Oswaldo "The Little Man" Mobray (Roth), Joe "The Cow Puncher" Cage (Madsen), and General Sanford "Sandy" Smither (Dern), also known as "The Confederate".

Production
In November 2013, Tarantino said he was working on a new film and that it would be another Western. He stated that it would not be a sequel to Django Unchained.[citation needed] On January 12, 2014, it was revealed that the film would be titled The Hateful Eight. The production of the western would most likely have begun in the summer of 2014, but after the script for the film leaked in January 2014, Tarantino considered dropping the film and publishing it as a novel instead.He said he had given the script to a few trusted colleagues, including Bruce Dern, Tim Roth, and Michael Madsen.

Filming
The shooting was set to begin in early 2015 after being pushed back from November 2014. In early September, the filming was set to begin in January 2015.On September 26, 2014, the state of Colorado had signed to fund the film's production with $5 million, the complete film would be shot in Southwest Colorado.A 900-acre, high-mesa ranch had been issued to the production for the filming. There was a meeting on October 16, which the county's planning commission would plan to use a permit for the construction of a temporary set Principal photography began on December 8, 2014, in Colorado on the Schmid Ranch near Telluride.

Music
It will be the first western scored by Morricone in 40 years, since A Genius, Two Partners and a Dupe.Tarantino had previously used Morricone's music in Kill Bill, Death Proof, Inglourious Basterds, and Django Unchained. Morricone also wrote a brand new song, "Ancora Qui", for the latter. Morricone had previously made statements that he would "never work" with Tarantino after Django Unchained, but ultimately changed his mind and agreed to score The Hateful Eight. In an August 2015 interview with Vulture, when Tarantino was asked how Morricone’s score sounded, he responded, "It's horrible. What do you expect me to say? You'll hear it when you see it. It's absolutely abysmal.

Cinematography
Cinematographer Robert Richardson, who also worked with Tarantino in Kill Bill, Inglourious Basterds, and Django Unchained, will film The Hateful Eight on 70 mm film, using Ultra Panavision 70. It is expected to be the widest release in 70 mm film since Ron Howard's Far and Away in 1992.As it has been advertised, the film uses Panavision anamorphic lenses with an aspect ratio of 2.75:1, an ultrawide aspect ratio that was used on a few films in the 1950s and 60s, such as Ben-Hur (1959),

Abel Tesfaye (born February 16, 1990), known by his stage name The Weekend (pronounced "week-end"), is a Canadian singer, songwriter and record producer. In late 2010, Tesfaye anonymously uploaded several songs to YouTube under the name "The Weekend". He released three nine-track mix tapes throughout 2011: House of Balloons, Thursday and Echoes of Silence, which were critically acclaimed. The following year, he released a compilation album Trilogy, consisting of remastered versions of the mix tape material and three additional songs. It was released under Republic Records and his own label XO. In 2013, he released his debut studio album Kiss Land, which was supported by the singles "Kiss Land" and "Live For". 

On May 27, 2015, The Weekend released a music video for a new song "The Hills”. The song was later released as a digital download as the first single from The Weekend’s second studio album dubbed, Chapter III. "The Hills" debuted at number 20 on the Billboard Hot 100, becoming the week's "Hot Shot" debut; it later reached number 5.It then peaked at number 4. In addition to the single's official release, a further three songs were leaked online in the corresponding days.


It should not surprise anyone, then, that "Prisoner," the new collaboration between the two, is dreamy, hazy, melancholy, intoxicating, and inscrutable. (And it contains crooning.) The very chill "Prisoner" finds the two squarely in their shared wheelhouse, lamenting vaguely defined sad situations and being addicted to whatever makes them temporarily feel less sad.Somehow this is the first time the two have crossed paths musically. "Maybe I was always destined to end up in this place," they sing. Probably true.

A Short History of Nearly Everything

Short History of Nearly Everything by American author Bill Bryson is a popular science book that explains some areas of science, using easily accessible language that appeals more so to the general public than many other books dedicated to the subject. It was one of the bestselling popular science books of 2005 in the United Kingdom, selling over 300,000 copies.

A Short History deviates from Bryson's popular travel book genre, instead describing general sciences such as chemistry, paleontology, astronomy, and particle physics. In it, he explores time from the Big Bang to the discovery of quantum mechanics, via evolution and geology.


Background information
Bill Bryson wrote this book because he was dissatisfied with his scientific knowledge—that was, not much at all. He writes that science was a distant, unexplained subject at school. Textbooks and teachers alike did not ignite the passion for knowledge in him, mainly because they never delved in the whys, hows, and whens. He said: "It was as if [the textbook writer] wanted to keep the good stuff secret by making all of it soberly unfathomable."

Enter the world of science as Bill Bryson unmasks the mysteries of the universe.

He also describes some of the most recent destructive disasters of volcanic origin in the history of our planet, including Krakatoa and Yellowstone National Park.

A large part of the book is devoted to relating humorous stories about the scientists behind the research and discoveries and their sometimes eccentric behaviors. Bryson also speaks about modern scientific views on human effects on the Earth's climate and livelihood of other species, and the magnitude of natural disasters such as earthquakes, volcanoes, tsunamis, hurricanes, and the mass extinctions caused by some of these events.

The book contains a few factual errors and inaccuracies. Some of these have arisen because new discoveries have been made since the book's publication, and some classifications have changed. For example, Pluto has been reclassified as a dwarf planet.

Awards 
In 2004, this book won Bryson the prestigious Aventis Prize for best general science book. Bryson later donated the GBP£10,000 prize to the Great Ormond Street Hospital children's charity. In 2005, the book won the EU Descartes Prize for science communication. And it was shortlisted for the Samuel Johnson Prize for the same year.

Everything about my future was ambiguously assumed. I would get into debt by going to college, and then I would be forced to get a job to pay off that debt, while still getting into more and more debt by buying a house and a car. It seemed like a never-ending cycle that had no place for the possibility of a dream.

I want more—but not necessarily in the material sense of personal wealth and success. I want more out of life. I want a passion, a conceptual dream that wouldn’t let me sleep out of pure excitement. I want to spring out of bed in the morning, rain or shine, and have that zest for life that seemed so intrinsic in early childhood.

We all have a dream. It might be explicitly defined or just a vague idea, but most of us are so stuck in the muck of insecurity and self-doubt that we just dismiss it as unrealistic or too difficult to pursue.

We become so comfortable with the life that has been planned out for us by our parents, teachers, traditions, and societal norms that we feel that it’s stupid and unsafe to risk losing it for the small hope of achieving something that is more fulfilling.

Taking a risk is still a risk. We can, and will, fail. Possibly many, many, many times. But that is what makes it exciting for me. That uncertainty can be viewed negatively, or it can empower us.

Failing is what makes us grow, it makes us stronger and more resilient to the aspects of life we have no control over. The fear of failure, although, is what makes us stagnant and sad. So even though I couldn’t see the future as clearly as before, I took the plunge in hopes that in the depths of fear and failure, I would come out feeling more alive than ever before.

If you feel lost, just take a deep breath and realize that being lost can be turning point of finding out who you truly are, and what you truly want to do.
